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Goal/Task Analysis 

Goal: Given a variety of maps, and a set of coordinates, adults will find the location of places using longitude and latitude. Adults will also describe the location of places using traditional longitude and latitude coordinates.
Target Audience: Target audience will be comprised of young adult and adults. The module will be created to help adults re-learn or learn long and latitude. Audience should have basic reading skills and be comfortable looking at a world map. Entry behaviors will be very minimal. I will attract the target audience by asking fellow students, friends, church members if they are interested in learning longitude and latitude (again or for the first time). 

Goal analysis. 
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Subskills:
1.) Learner can point to the prime meridian.

2.) The learner can identify lines of longitude versus lines of latitude. 

3.) The learner can state whether longitude or latitude come first in degree coordinates. 


Entry Behaviors:
1.) The learner can state and point out North, South, East, West.

2.) The learner can point to the equator. 

3.) The learner can read and is comfortable using world maps to point out locations or geographic features. 
4.) The learner can explain what a set of coordinates is and how they might be used.
5.) The learner can identify degrees and count off parallels or meridians in degrees.
